An SRO also counsels both students and parents on various
topics. The SRO becomes involved in the students' lives as a positive role model.

The goal of an SRO is to create positive experiences with the student's one that will bridge the
gap between juveniles and law enforcement. These positive experiences help prevent juvenile
crime and lead to the student's becoming better citizens.
